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1915 Canakkale Savasi’nda gikartma sahili olan Morto Koyu, Gelibolu Yanmadasi'nda
onemli bir alandir. Siklikla ziyaret edilen Canakkale Sehitler Abidesi'ne yakinligi nede-
niyle dinlenme alam olarak kullanilir, Yapilan duzenleme, alanin dogal topografyasini
zedelemeden Kkullamcilar sukinet ve saygl iginde ziyaretlerini yapmaya yonlendirici
niteliktedir. Morto Koyu, UDGP'de de agiklandigl gibi, TMP sahil seridinde, 6zgun cografi,
fiziksel ve mekansal ozelliklerin bozulmasini onlemek amaciyla belirlenmis deniz ve
kiy! koruma alanlanindan birisidir. Dinlenme noktast; Canakkale Sehitler Abidesi'ne kara
ve deniz yoluyla gelenlerin kesistigi bir alandir. Topografyay! zedelemeden yerlestirilen
kademeli ahsap platformlar, kiyi ve falez ustu ile uyum icindedir. Kademeler arasindaki
aydinlatmalar sayesinde platformiar, geceleri adeta havada ucarmus gibi gorunir.

Ulus nosyonunu olusturmada en onemli araglardan biri olan ortak gecmisin insasinda,
muzeler kadar anitlar da etkin rol oynamaktadir. Ortak gecmisi hatrlatarak tarinsel bir
koken insa eden her anit, hem ortak degerleri yucelterek bir sayginlik edinmekte hem
de toplum tarafindan surekli yeniden retilen bir sembolik deger tasimaktadir.

1915'te Birinci Dlnya Savas! sirasinda Canakkale Savasi'nda hayatini kaybeden 253.000
Turk askerinin anisina yaptnlan ve Morto Koyu onlndeki Hisarlik Tepesi lizerinde
1960 yilinda agilan Canakkale Sehitleri Amu bolgede insa edilmis en onemli bellek
mekanlanndan bindir. Bunu takiben, Gelibolu Yanmadasi'nin guiney ucundaki yaklasik
33.000 hektarlik bolgenin 1973 yilinda “Tarihi Milli Park" ilan edilmesi, bélgeye anim-
satici/hatira peyzajl niteligi kazandirmis ve bellegin mimari olarak insa edilmesini de
tetiklemistir. Bu sayede, 1980’lerde Kultlir Bakanligi'nin calismalan ile bolgedeki sem-
bolik sehitlikler ve kahramanlik anitlarinin sayisi 55'i bulmustur. 1980 yilinda Tarihi Milli
Park (TMP) icin hazirlanan ilk Uzun Devreli Gelisme Plani (UDGP) yurrllige girmis, 1998
yilinda gerceklestirlen Gelibolu Yarnimadas| TMP Uluslararasi Fikir ve Tasanm Yarisma-
sI sonrasinda ise, yeni bir UDGP yapilarak 2003 yilinda ydirdritige girmistir. Canakkale
Savasi'nin onemini yerli ve yabanci ziyaretgilere anlatmayi ve surdurulebilir bir koruma
ve kalkinma dengesi olusturmayi hedefleyen yeni UDGP kapsaminda, yapimi tasarlanan
9 dinlenme noktasindan 3 tanesi gerceklestiriimis ve 5 adet de tamtim merkezi insa
edilmistir. Insa edilen dinlenme noktalanndan ikincisi olan Morto Koyu Ziyaretci Dinlen-
me Noktasl, ¢elik konstriksiyon uzerine ahsap malzeme kullanilarak yapilmis, dogal
topografya ile uyumiu ve zemine minimum degen ¢ seviyeli platformiardan olusmak-
tadir. Yapim asamasinda mevcut agaclar korunarak, platformlar arasinda agaclandirma
yapilmas! onerilmis, mevcut otopark alanindan arda kalan sert zeminler, asillarina dén-
duirtlerek agaclandinimisur. [ki asamal olarak yapiimasi planlanan dinlenme noktasinin
2006 yilinda acilan ilk etabinda ziyaretcilerin dinlenebilecekleri ahsap platformiar yapil-
mis, ikinci etabinda ise, otopark alani asgaride birakilarak kalan alanlarda topografyanin
aslina gen dondurulerek agaclandinimasi hedeflenmistir.



Used as an invasion point during the Battle of Canakkale in 1915, Morto Bay is a histori-
cally significant site on the Gallipoli peninsula. Due to its proximity to the Canakkale
Martyrs Memorial, it is often used as a recreational area by visitors. The new arrange-
ment does not harm the natural topography and encourages users to carry out their
visits in a peaceful and respectful manner. According to the long term development
plan for Gallipoli, Morto Bay is one of the coastal areas that is a protected zone to be
preserved with its authentic geographical, physical and spatial characteristics. The re-
creational area is where the visitors coming to the anakkale Martyrs Memorial cross
paths with the visitors approaching from the sea. The cascading wooden platforms
constructed without damaging the landscape are in harmony with the coast and cliff.
Due to the lighting on the different levels, the platforms look like they are floating in
the air during the night.

Monuments as well as museums play an active role in the construction of a common
past, which is an essential tool used to generate the concept of the nation, The monu-
ment constructs a historical origin by constantly reminding viewers of historical events
and a common past, acquiring dignity by exalting common values and possessing a
symbolic value continuously reproduced by the public.

Constructed in memory of the 253,000 Turkish soldiers killed in the Gallipoli Battles
during World War | in 1915, Canakkale Martyrs Memorial is located on the Hisarlik Hill in
front of Morto Bay. It opened in 1960, and is one of the most significant places of collec-
tive memory constructed in the region. Following the construction of the memorial, the
33,000 hectare area at the southern edge of the Gallipoli peninsula was declared a “His-
torical National Park" in 1973, This made the area a memorial landscape and triggered
the architectural construction of collective memory. With the works of the Ministry of
Culture, the total number of symbolic monuments and memorials in the region reached
55 by the 1980s. The first Long Term Development Plan prepared for the Historical Na-
tional Park went into operation in 1980, followed by a new Long Term Development
Plan dated 2003, prepared after the International Idea and Design Competition held for
the Gallipoli Historical National Park. Within the scope of the new Development Plan,
which aims to convey the intérnational importance of the Gallipoli Wars to guests and
to achieve a sustainable balance of conservation and development, three of the nine
designed recreation points have been created and five information centers have been
constructed. As the second recreation point, Morto Bay Guest Recreation Point consists
of three leveled platforms in harmony with the natural topography. Platforms that
minimally contact the existing ground have been constructed using wood on steel con-
struction. During the construction, it was proposed that the existing trees be preserved
and new trees be planted between the platforms. The paved areas left over from the
former parking lot area have been reverted back to their natural form and reforestation
has been carried out. The designed recreation point was planned to be constructed in
two phases. The first phase was completed and the point was opened in 2006, involving
the construction of the wooden platforms whereas the second phase focused on the
reduction of the car park and an extensive reforestation of the surrounding area, revert-
ing the traces of former construction activity back to their original state.
